You do not 
have to be a club member to 
check in.  This is an infor-
mal net. 
 
Sid compared this type of 
net to the formal net.  His 
example of the formal net 
was the Henderson County 
A.R.E.S. net which meets 
each Wednesday evening at 
9:00 p.m. on the 146.640 
repeater.  On this net, 
check-ins are taken alpha-
betically, according to the 
first letter in your call sign 
suffix.  Any business, train-
ing, announcements, or traf-
fic is handled during the 
formal session.  After the 
formal session, the informal 
session takes place.  The 
informal session is the time 
for general comments. 
 

Sid also brought out the fact 
that a public service event is 
also a net.  He stressed the 
fact that tactical call signs 
are used  so that the opera-
tors could be identified 
quickly by location.  Each 
operator was urged to listen 
carefully, so that he could 
respond quickly if called by 
control, or an event leader.
